there is enough funds to pump all our areas and
keepthem were they belong thégason. | have
also heard that new funds for the IDNR may be
coming down the pike frorBpringfield and also
that these extra funds would be coming every
year. If we can get this passed and keep the
politician®hands out of thedeinds, the IDNR
could be back on the road to being a healthy
department again.

He was in Canada for 6
days the first week of June and he said he fished in
rainy weather on 4 of those days. Last year he saw
giant flooded farm fields in southern
Saskatchewan and this year those areas were back
to normal potholes with flooded cattail rings. The
good news for the ducks is that he said many of
these same farm fieddhad still not been planted.
He figured the ground was still too soft to farm
this spring so it will probably be later this summer
befare those farmers can work up that ground.
Thats usually the problem up therethe weather
corditions are good for the duckkenit s b ad
the farmersl know if you talked tdarmers up
there, most did not care mufidr ducks on their
farms becaue that meant more work for them. My
brother did say thatlorth Dakota looked a lot
drier but was getting the same rains as Canada. He
figured that even without much snow Canada had
plenty of carryover moisture so far, artte
figured he was just toearlyto see any duck
hatches while drivintpome His best guess was
that if it didn't become a drought with high
tempeeatures over the next 2 month, then that part
of Canadacould still pull off a good duck hatch
and the Dakotas might get by with acdat one.

Replaces everything after the enacting clause. Amends the Recreational Trails of Illinois Act to provide that
no person shall, on or after July 1, 2013, operate an off-highway vehicle without an Off-Highway Vehicle
Usage Stamp. Creates certain funds in the State Finance Act. Amends the lllinois Vehicle Code. Provides
that beginning with the 2014 registration year, an additional $2 surcharge shall be collected for certain
vehicles and shall be deposited into the Park and Conservation Fund for the Department of Natural
Resources to use for conservation efforts. Amends various Acts to implement or raise various fees to be
deposited into specified funds administered by the Department of Natural Resource. Contains a severability
clause. Effective January 1, 2013.
